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CAUTION: Please check whether the sink is self-rimming or undercounter installation.
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Self-rimming Installation

Prepare countertop by cleaning off all dirt and abrasives which could
scratch sink rim.
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Place the cut-out template in the position to be installed.
CAUTION: Identify the exact location of the opening. Draw a line
along the edge of the topmount installation line of the template.
Do not use indelible markers, etc., which can not be removed
later.
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First drill a 3/8” (about 10mm) dia. hole for the saber saw blade
on the inside edge of the cutout. Cut sink opening using the
cutout line as your guide. Brace cutout portion as you complete
cut to avoid splintering edge of hole. Sand edges smooth. Before
installing clamps, check fit by placing sink in cutout. Make sure
corners seat properly.
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Apply a light type of caulking compound completely around all
edges of sink opening. Use 5/16” (about 8mm)] bead or compound.
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Install faucet first before installing the sink by referring to the
Instruction Sheet supplied with faucet.

Position sink by tilting back of sink up. Place front rim of sink
close to front edge of sink opening, covering caulking with rim
lower back of sink into opening position carefully.
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(@) Tighten the fasteners manully, starting at
center and working toward sides.

(2) Re-check the sink position on countertop.
(@Tighten all fasteners on additional quarter
turn.

NOTICE: Do Not Overtighten.
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Please insert the corresponding clamps according to different
kitchen sink fasteners (L-shaped strip/U-shaped strip/L-shaped
piece). Use a screwdriver to tighten the clamps.

CAUTION: Improper tightening of clamps could result in improper
installation or cause damage to sink.

NOTICE: If needed, put short wooden bar to adjust the gap
between countertop and claw of clamps.
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(@ Clean up all excess caulking and pencil marks from
countertop.

Undercounter Installation

Note: The steps below are for marble topcount kitchen
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cabinets.
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Prepare countertop by cleaning off all dirt and abrasives. Position
the provided cut-out template on countertop in desired position.
Hold the template in place. Draw a line along the edge of the
undermount installation line on the template. CAUTION: Do not
use indelible markers etc. which cannot be removed later.
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Remove the template. Drill a 3/8” (10mm) dia. hole for the saber
saw blade on the inside edge of the cutout. Cut sink opening
using the cutout line as your guide. Brace cutout portion as you
complete cut to avoid splintering edge of hole.
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Make opening edges and desired round corners smooth with a
grinder, files, and sandpaper.
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Turn the countertop upside down, and apply marble sealant
which is 1/8" to 1/4” (3.2 to 6.4mm) wide around all edges of sink
opening towards approximately 1/4” (6.4mm) from cutout. Too
much sealants will make sink diffcult to seal. At the same time,
prepare several pieces of 2 inch (50mm) wide marble bars.
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Stick the sink on countertop and position them.

Apply caulking compound on the marble bars. Stick them to the
rim of sink, and then put weight on them. Make sure that the
marble bars cover 3/8” to 1/2” (10 to 12mm) of the rim.
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After the caulking get secure, turn over the countertop with the

sink and install it in position. Clean up all excess caulking and pencil marks from countertop.

Use a wet cloth or sponge and a mild cleanser to remove any
grease or fingerprints from sink. Rub gently with the grain.
Installation is now complete.
